1. TURN THE AIR SUSPENSION SWITCH TO THE OFF POSITION. (SWITCH IS LOCATED ON THE
RIGHT FRONT KICK PLATE)

2. LIFT VEHICLE AND REMOVE BOTH REAR WHEELS.

3. REMOVE AIR SPRING SOLENOID RETAINING CLIP.

4. REMOVE ELECTRICAL CONNECTOR AND AIR LINE FROM AIR SPRING SOLENOID.

5. ROTATE SOLENOID COUNTERCLOCKWISETOTHE FIRST STOR, ANDTHEN CAREFULLY PULL

OUTTO VENTTHE AIR PRESSURE FROMTHE AIR SPRING. AFTER AIR SPRING IS DEFLATED,
TURN AGAIN AND COMPLETELY REMOVE SOLENOID FROM AIR SPRING.

6. WITH PLIERS, OR A SUITABLE HOOKEDTOOL, REMOVETHE CLIPTHAT SECURESTHETOP OF
THE AIR SPRINGTOTHE CHASSIS. NOTE: TO ACCESSTHE CLIE, GO UNDERTHE WHEEL ARCH,

A Tighten all nuts and bolts to manufacturer's specifications during the installation process.
