1. TURN AIR SUSPENSION SWITCH TO THE OFF POSITION. SWITCH IS LOCATED ON THE
LEFT SIDE OF THE TRUNK. (FIGURE 10-1)

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5. REMOVE AIR SPRING SOLENOID RETAINING CLIP. (FIGURE 10-2)

6. REMOVE ELECTRICAL CONNECTOR AND AIR LINE FROM AIR SPRING SOLENOID VALVE.

7. ROTATE SOLENOID COUNTERCLOCKWISE TO THE FIRST STOP, AND THEN CAREFULLY PULL
OUT TO VENT THE AIR PRESSURE FROM THE AIR SPRING. AFTER AIR SPRING IS DEFLATED,
TURN AGAIN AND COMPLETELY REMOVE SOLENOID FROM AIR SPRING. (FIGURE 10-2)
